The Saolta Group’s region covers one third of the land mass of Ireland, it provides health care to a population of 830,000, employs 10,653 staff (October 2019), and has a budget of €868 million. 

The Group provides a range of high quality services for the catchment areas it serves and GUH is a designated supra-regional cancer service provider meeting the needs of all the counties along Western seaboard and towards the midlands from Donegal to North Tipperary.

Letterkenny University Hospital is part of the Saolta University Healthcare Group and is the second-largest Model 3 hospital in the HSE network with approximately 24,000 in-patients per annum. 


Letterkenny University Hospital 

Letterkenny University Hospital is a 330 bedded University Hospital, which provides a wide range of acute hospital services on an in-patient, day-case and out-patient basis, services include Intensive Care, Coronary Care, General Medicine, Geriatric care, Renal Dialysis, General Surgical and Urology, Obstetrics and Gynaecology, Paediatric care (including a Neo-Natal Unit), Orthopaedics and  Consultant-led Oncology and Haematology Services.

There is a full range of clinical and non-clinical support services available on-site including four main theatres, CSSD Department, Pathology/ Laboratory Department, Radiology Department including Interventional Radiology and a Pharmacy Department. Part of the main Letterkenny University Hospital building includes an Acute Psychiatric Inpatient Unit. 

Department of Haematology

The Department of Haematology is a busy clinical Haematology practice centered on Letterkenny University Hospital serving the population of County Donegal north of the Laghey-Pettigo line (~ 140,000). Within the Hospital, there are 2 outpatient clinics per week with a day service providing chemotherapy and benign haematology support as well as a dedicated 11 bed in-patient ward (shared with Oncology). 

The Haematology Consultant staff provide out of hours Clinical & Laboratory Haematology / Blood Transfusion advice to other disciplines and are responsible for the Haematology / Blood Transfusion Laboratory service at the Hospital. 

An advisory service is also provided to General Practitioners within the Hospital’s catchment area with oversight of the anticoagulation clinic at the Hospital. 

Close linkages have been established with the Haematology service at University Hospital Galway with a weekly multidisciplinary meeting to facilitate management of difficult cases, particularly in the areas of lymphoproliferative disease and multiple myeloma while long-standing linkages are in place with the National Childrens Hospital for management of paediatric cases.

NCHD Support staff include

•	3 x Registrars
•	2 x SHO

The Haematology Service is supported also by nursing staff including 1 ANP in Haematology.


NCHD Standard Duties and Responsibilities

· assess patients on admission and/or discharge as required and write detailed reports in the case notes;  

· order and interpret diagnostic tests;

· initiate and monitor treatment; 

· communicate effectively with patients and clients;

· further progress knowledge of diagnosis and management; 

· participate in multidisciplinary clinical audit and proactive risk management and facilitate production of all data/information for same; 

· co-operate with such arrangements as are put into place to verify the delivery of all contractual commitments;

· co-operate with such measures as are necessary to ensure compliance with the requirements of the European Working Time Directive and related Irish legislation;

· co-operate with investigations, enquiries or audit relating to the provision of health services; 

· comply with statutory and regulatory requirements, agreed training principles[footnoteRef:1] where appropriate, corporate policies and procedures and human resource policies and procedures (e.g. Dignity at Work, Trust in Care, Flexible Working Scheme etc.);  [1:  Training Principles to be incorporated into new working arrangements for doctors in training” published by the Medical Education and Training Group, July 2004]
